approximately 1 hour 30 minutes. 

09:30 am. Arrive at Chachoengsao Province, take you to Sothon Wararam Worawihan 

Temple. It is located in the municipality Along the Bang Pakong River, it was formerly known as "Wat 
Hong", built in the late Ayutthaya period. Enshrined "Luang Por Phutthasothon", the priceless 

Buddha image of Chachoengsao is a Buddha image. Stucco 
in the meditation posture, lap width 1.65 meters, 
height 1.48 meters, crafted by Lan Xang craftsmen, 
according to history, it has been said that a miracle 
floated on the water and was summoned to be 
enshrined at this temple. Originally, it was a bronze-
cast Buddha image in the posture of meditation with a 
lap width elbow-width apart very beautiful shape but 
the monks in the temple were afraid of being 
kidnapped, so they took plaster. Add to cover the 
original body until it looks like it can be seen Every day, 
many people come to worship Luang Pho 

Phutthasothon because of the ubosot. The old back is in 
good condition dilapidated and cramped. The temple 

committee. Therefore, resolved to demolish the old chapel and build a new temple. The Ubosot 
style is a roof, consisting of the top of the Thai Mondop shape connected by the viharn in front and 
behind the side connected by a building in the same shape as the viharn as a porch building. 
Therefore, looks like a building with a roof Chaturamuk style like a Thai castle, width 44.5 meters, 
length 123.50 meters. The central part of the chapel has a mondop top 85 meters high. The top of 
the mondop looks like a 5-tiered tier with a height of 4.90 meters. The top tier is gold weighing 77 
kilograms, worth 44 million baht. The outer wall of the 
Ubosot is covered with marble from Carrara, Italy. The 
walls Inside are a mural work by a national artist who 
wrote an illustration of the Phra Mahachanok. The central 
part of the chapel has a mondop top 85 meters high.

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illustration of the Phra Mahachanok.  Then take you to Saman Rattanaram Temple located between 
Bang Khla District and Khlong Khuean District Bang Pakong River Chachoengsao Province. It is a 
temple that has the largest reclining Ganesha Buddha 
image in Thailand. Ganesha reclining Buddha image, 
height 16 meters, length 22 meters, pink texture, semi-
sitting style with his left hand holding a tusk. He broke 
his right hand holding a lotus flower. Around the base, 
there are 32 Ganesha Buddha images in the postures of 
giving blessings to pay homage to the meaning of 
Ganesha. Pang lies down and enjoys happiness: 
happiness, bliss, abundance, wealth in all aspects, 
delightful, without suffering, without sorrow, full of 
pleasure, having food, and having good fortune, will bring happiness and comfort to the worshiper. 
Regarded as auspicious Sacred things that are a couple of people in Chachoengsao province, the 
area in front of Ganesha. There will be two stucco statues of mice named Musika. It is the beginning 
of the room of Ganesha, which will have tourists lining up Yao stood whispering at the rat statue, 
believing that if he wanted anything Make a wish that will be fulfilled to whisper in my ear Then I will 
bring what we asked for. Lord Ganesha gives back what he wants and most importantly, don't forget 
to bribe me by making merit in the cabinet placed in front, there is another secret in making a wish. 
Time to whisper to Mr. Let us take the other hand around to cover the ear of the other mouse as 
well. This is to prevent the deposit of blessings from going through the left ear and out to the right 
ear, who want to worship Lord Ganesha.  

At noon Have lunch at a restaurant 

In the afternoon Take you to continue shopping at 
Bang Khla Floating Market. The famous floating market of 
Bang Khla 
District. 
Chachoengsao 
Province, it looks 
like a pontoon 
that extends into 

the river. Bang 
Pakong and most of them trade by boat with a wide variety 
of products being distributed, and it is also a product that 
perfectly blends the Thai past and present. Whether it is 
packaged food made from banana leaves drink containers 

made of clay, etc. 
There is a wide 
selection of sweet 
and savory dishes 
such as papaya 
salad, pork satay, 
hor mok, grilled 
shrimp, grilled fish, 
grilled squid,

puff, and Thai desserts. It is also special in the beautiful scenery along the Bang Pakong River. The 
rich nature is the mangrove forest has many natural resources such as shrimp, fish, various plants, or 
even the way of life of the villagers. On the river bank where poaching or boating to catch fish, 
shrimp, etc. He continued at Ganesha Park, located in Khlong Khuean District, Chachoengsao 
Province, within the park enshrined a standing Ganesha figure. The largest bronze body in the world 
with a height of 30 meters, if including the altar, the total height is almost 40 meters, outstanding 
among the nature of the farmer's garden. It is a symbol of the fertility of the Thai land. Due to this 
sculpture of Lord Ganesha, there are outstanding things. His four hands hold plants and cereals as 
follows: bananas, sugar cane shoots, mangoes, jackfruits, and where his feet hold rats and coconuts, 
which means that the fertility of the land which the construction must be cast in each part of the 
Lord Ganesha A total of 854 pieces, each time casting a piece of Lord Ganesha, there will be a monk 
sitting and praying, and in casting various Ganesha images. The gods were properly summoned 
according to the ritual principles. Around the Lord Ganesha, there are arches arranged to worship 
Ganesha. next to each other can pay respect to the god Cai Sing Yee god of fortune Goddess of 
Mercy Dijang Uang or Tejong Ong, Ksitigarbha Bodhisattva, or the god of redemption.
