08.30   Arrive at Chai Nat take you on a journey to Wat Phra Boromthat Worawihan. It 
is an ancient temple that has been invaluable since the 
early Ayutthaya period at Ban Tai Muang Located 
about 4 km from the city of Chai Nat, it was built in 
the reign of Phra Sri Thammasokrat by the Arahant 
who had brought the relics and built a pagoda with 
laterite. In addition, Wat Phra Borommathat 
Worawihan is also a sacred place for the coronation 
ceremony of all kings. The water in front of Wat 
Boromthat is considered holy water and is used in the ceremony to hold the water of Phiphat 

Sattaya as well 

and travel to Wat Pak Khlong Makham Thao is located in 
the Wat Sing District. Chai Nat It is a temple located at 
the mouth of Khlong Makham Tao (Tha Chin River) 
separated from the Chao Phraya River around 25 
kilometers from the city of Chai Nat. This temple is 
important. It is a temple that used to have a famous monk 

who was the abbot and is called "Phra Kru 
Wimonkunakorn (Suk)" or known to the villagers as "Luang Pu Suk". You are a monk famous 
as a teacher of His Majesty, "Krom Luang Chumphon Khet Tuudomsak", son of King Rama 
V, father of the navy. It is an old temple with a beautiful view that is pleasant. and is famous 
for amulets as well.

Afternoon Travel to Wat Mahathat, located in Tambon Phraek Si Racha. Chai Nat 
Sankhaburi DistrictFormerly known as Wat Phra 
That or Wat Hua Mueang, It is an ancient temple of 
Phraek, or Muang San. From the art form, it is 
assumed that it was built before the Ayutthaya 
period but was restored in the Ayutthaya period. 
Constructed of 3 bricks and cement, the prang 
resembles star fruit petals. It is located on a square 
base in the Lopburi period, including the temple and 
various pagodas built with very beautiful art.

It is an open cage that 
allows birds to coexist naturally by stretching a 
net around the area, as well as being a learning 
center and exhibiting various bird species. The

fish species in the Chao Phraya River Basin are the largest in the Central River Basin. The 
largest aviary in Asia 

 and bring you to see the Chao Phraya Dam. It is the 
country's first large dam. It is located at Khung Bang 
Krut, Thailand's first dam, and it is a great lineage used 
for irrigation and irrigation for agriculture by draining 
water from the rivers in Thailand. The Gulf of Thailand 
forwarded to the central plantation area into the canals, 
including 5 major waterways, namely the Noi River, Tha Chin River, Khlong Makham Thao-
U Thong Chai Nat -Pasak Canal, and Chai Nat Ayutthaya Canal, from north to central 
Thailand.It is also used to generate electricity for paying in Chai Nat. 

Noon  Lunch at the restaurant 

Afternoon           Take you to Sappaya Old Market with old 
houses. It is a beautiful wooden building because the 
villagers still preserve it. Every first Saturday-Sunday of 
the month from 3:00 PM. - 9:00 PM. There is a green 
market here. or Sappaya Old Police Station market. It is a 
market that focuses on selling local, traditional foods and 
desserts. There is also a 

demonstration of local 
cooking that is hard to find as well. The vendors will come 
together to wear Thai clothes. It makes us feel the aura of 
Thainess and the warm atmosphere of the people in the 
past and brings you together at Huai Krot Community, 
Sankhaburi District, Chai Nat. and has brought the sugar 



 

from the sugar palm to a simmer. It is made into Huai Krot jaggery, which is famous in Chai 
Nat.

This community is descended from Laos around Luang 
Prabang who migrated to Thailand during the early 
Rattanakosin period in Kanchanaburi-Suphanburi province. 
and has moved to set up houses around Ban Kut Jok for 
over a hundred years, causing a mix of ethnicities as well as 
cultural lifestyles, but still retaining its unique cultural 
heritage. There are traces of history, traditions, rituals, and 
beliefs related to the way of life of Lao Khrang. The community is open to tourists and 
interested people to visit.
