"Phra Phuttha Maha Thammaracha" Celebrate the 84th Birthday Anniversary of Phra Phuttha 

Maha Thammaracha Chaloem Phrakiat His Majesty King Bhumibol Adulyadej the Great His 

Majesty the King's 7th cycle of 84th birthday, known briefly 

as "Phra Phuttha Maha Thammaracha Chaloem Phrakiat" or 

"Big Buddha" from history, legends, creation and discovery 

of Phra Phuttha Maha Thammaracha, the sacred Buddha 

image of Phetchabun. Which is the faith of the people of 

Phetchabun province and on the occasion of the honor His 

Majesty King Bhumibol Adulyadej the Great's 7th cycle of 

84th birthday on December 5, 2011, Chief Executive Officer 

Wilas Rujiwattanaphong, Governor of Phetchabun province, therefore, initiated an initiative to 

build a Buddha image. Thammaracha Chaloem Phrakiat, lap-size 11.984 meters, height 

16.5899 meters, height from the ground 35 meters, weighs more than 45 tons. Enshrined in the 

Phetchaburi Buddhist Park Mueang Phetchabun District To commemorate His Majesty King 

Bhumibol Adulyadej the Great on the auspicious occasion of the 7th cycle of 84th birthday on 

December 5, 2011, and to symbolize the succession of Buddhism by the people of the province. 

Phetchabun for a lap with a size of 11.984 meters, it means "The first number 1 means His 

Majesty King Bhumibol Adulyadej is the first monarch, is one of the hearts of Thai people No. 

1. The second one refers to the Buddha Maha Thammaracha, which is the only one in the world. 

It is the Buddha image of Phetchabun. He is the god who is invited to perform the ceremony. 

Carrying the sacred Buddha image of Phetchabun, number 9 means the 9th reign of the Chakri 

Dynasty, number 84 means the occasion of His Majesty the King. His Highness was 84 years 

old."

In the afternoon Take you to Wat Phra That Pha Son Kaew is located in Camp Son 

Subdistrict, Khao Kho District, Phetchabun Province. Surrounded by high and complex 

mountains, the beauty of the chedi is a pattern decorated 

with various colored stoneware cups, that look strangely 

beautiful, including a white Buddha image. It is enshrined 

in a row, which can be seen from a distance. Important 

places within the temple are Chedi Phra That Pha Kaew. 

The objective of building a chedi to offer to the royal merit 

on the occasion of His Majesty the King has reigned for 60 

years and is the successor. Religion exists 

in the Thai land for the benefit of mankind and future generations have the 

opportunity to continue learning. On the top of the chedi contains the 

Buddha's relics, which were eaten from Somdej Phra Yanasangwon 

Somdej Patriarch Sakon Maha Sangha Parinayok The specialty of the 

chedi is the pattern, decorated with different colored stoneware cups. And 

the area under the base of the pagoda used. It is a collection of doctrines 

dharma puzzles. And it is a place to develop mindfulness and prayer for 

Buddhists in general. Take you to Pino Latte Resort & Cafe. It is a coffee 

shop and accommodation with a good atmosphere. Located on a high 

mountain overlooking Wat Phra That Pha Son Kaew on the opposite side, located on Route 12, 

the entrance alley beside the PT gas station. And then have to drive up the hill until almost the 

end of the road, you will see a shop Coffee stands out from afar. It is considered a coffee shop 

in the best location, which is considered an 

accommodation and coffee shop with a beautiful view. 

One of Khao Kho that should not be missed. Stop by to 

take a breath of fresh air and drink. Bakery In addition to 

a coffee shop, it is also available in the part of the 

accommodation, which currently has a total of 5 houses, 

are lined up to look. Go ahead, see the view of mountains, 

large and small, lined up in complexity. If you come during the new rainy season There is a 

chance to see the sea of clouds very high.

Therefore, the only national park in Thailand that preserves its 

history of the battle. And completely natural beauty mountain climate, Hin Rong Kla has 

similar climatic characteristics. Phu Kradueng and Phu Luang because of the height on the 

same level the weather is cold almost all year round, especially in winter, the temperature is 

low about 4 degrees Celsius. Summer weather is cool. Heavy rain in the rainy season the 

average temperature throughout the year is about 18-25 degrees Celsius due to Phu Hin Rong 

Kla National Park. A historical park which has natural conditions beautiful, strange, wrong 

from national parks in general, Therefore, various points of interest It is therefore divided into 

2 types: historical aspects, namely a place where former communist terrorists used to live. It is 

a collection of various activities in history. 1. Battle Museum (Service Center) tourists) near 

the park office, it is a place for exhibitions about the battle, with pictures, charts, information. 

Medical equipment, weapons, documents propagating communism, as well as an exhibition on 

the natural history of Phu Hin Rong Kla. There is also a meeting room with a capacity of 80 

people. Used in briefings or meetings and seminars and as a place to contact for travel 

information in the national park. 2. Military-Political Schools Located at the 4th-kilometer 

main area, it was covered by dense forest in 1970 as the location of the district committees in 

3 provinces, namely Loei, Phetchabun, and Phitsanulok, were established in 1977 as a school 

to provide education following communism. If you visit during January, you will find the 

atmosphere of the maple leaves changing colors. And fall to the beautiful old wooden houses 

similar to foreign countries. The natural beauty is Lan Hin Pum, about 4 km from the park 

office, on the edge of a cliff. The nature of the stone courtyard, which has rocks rising into 

knots of the same size, is believed to be caused by the natural erosion of the rocks. In the past, 

this area was used as a recovery room for hospital patients because it was on a cliff with a cool 

breeze blowing.

Field, another landmark of the beautiful Khao Kho. It 

is located in Petchda Village Phetchabun Province 

when entering the camp area, Son to go to the main 

tourist route on Khao Kho will be able to see the 

outstanding wind turbines easily because of the 

location of the wind farm project. It is located on a high 

hill, at an altitude of about 1,050 meters above sea

with a bamboo balcony for taking photos. Along with strawberry farm Planted lined up along 

the foothills. Late October onwards Strawberries in the 

field Khao Kho windmill will produce fruit. Tourists 

can take pictures of the strawberry farm in this area. 

(But during the fruiting period, villagers may collect 

admission fees) and of course, the villagers are will 

bring fresh strawberries to sell to tourists The 

villagers around the Khao Kho area are mostly 

Hmong. Therefore, when you come here, you must 

experience A few traditional games of the Hmong people. 

As for the farm, GB has organized activities. Lots of fun waiting to welcome tourists. If parking 

in the pine courtyard. You can walk up to the top. There are 2 types of Hmong swings to choose 

from, which are wooden swings swivels, single lanyards having fun with each other, and also 

having a horse. Let's ride and enjoy the view together.

The 

coffee is located next door making it a nice corner to have. 

Sit and sip coffee and watch the sea of clouds more spacious 

than other corners and experience the cold atmosphere all 

day long. Then take you on a journey to Phra 

Borommathat Kanchanapisek. It is a sacred place for the city of Khao Kho. It looks like a 

white pagoda. The architecture combines both Sukhothai, Ayutthaya, and Rattanakosin styles. 

The top of the chedi contains the Buddha's relics summoned from Sri Lanka by His Majesty 

King Rama IX, bestowed upon People in the Khao Kho area to be auspicious after the end of 

the war against the communists in former Thailand. King Rama IX has graciously ordered the 

Buddha's relics to be enshrined at the Wichamai Punyaram Sangha School, Khao Kho District, 

because in the past it was an area with a battle between Thai people for a long time, causing 

the loss of life and a lot of flesh and blood, still, sorrow and sorrow for all Thai people, having 

the relics in the area will be auspicious. Cause peace together with the Khao Kho development 

plan has enabled the people in the area to be encouraged to have their land, to develop 

agricultural careers Make their living better, respectively, have enough income for living and 

most importantly, the people have love and cherish the land at the cost of life, blood and tears 

of many brave soldiers and Thai people. Later in the year 1991, Her Royal Highness Princess

It has been enshrined as a sacred 

object of Khao Kho since that time. Traveling to Khao Kho and having the opportunity to pay 

homage to the Buddha image at the Kanchanapisek Pagoda. Therefore, it is considered good 

luck for all visitors to Khao Kho.
