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Abstract

This academic article aims to present a learning approach to using English
vocabulary to describe Buddhism and Thai culture for effective communication by
studying documents, books, textbooks, research, and direct experience. Effective
English learning consists of learning English vocabulary, phrases, and sentences that
have specific meanings related to Buddhism and Thai culture, both in Thai and English,
by practicing all 4 skills, especially speaking and listening skills, in the 4 Buddhist
components: religious places, religious objects, religcious persons, and religious
ceremonies.
